Nowadays there are a lot of holidays. Sometimes we don’t know about many of the significant dates in the history of our country and in the world history. It’s a pity that very often we forget about one of the most important dates. The 16th of November is the annual International Day for Tolerance. 

The International Day for Tolerance grew out of the momentum of the Year for Tolerance which was declared at the initiative of UNESCO in 1995, and it saw the launching of a world-wide campaign for tolerance and non-violence.

The International Year for Tolerance, for the first time, put the accent on a personal virtue that is viewed as a requirement for peaceful co-existence. It was the occasion for generating public awareness.

In 1995 at the 28th Session of the UNESCO General Conference the Flags of Tolerance were presented. They were created for UNESCO by six great artists Friedensreich Hundertwasser (Austria), Souleymane Keita (Senegal), Rachid Koraichi (Algeria), Roberto Matta (Chile), Robert Rauschenberg (United States), and Dan You (Viet Nam), produced by UNESCO Goodwill Ambassador Pierre Cardin and raised for the first time on 16 November 1995.

Robert Rauschenberg drew his flag in the form of hearts. The globe opens out and becomes a heart resembling the hands Michael Angelo painted on the ceiling of the Sixtine Chapel, which unite the creator to his creature. Souleymane Keita’s flag is the breath of fraternity that unites men who are mobilised by tolerance. It rises like blue music in a blue sky. The main idea of Roberto Matta’s flag is that we must love the earth, it’s our skin. Dan You’s flag represents the four elements: air, fire, earth and water. The main colours of Rachid Koraichi’s work are blue, the path of the infinite, and gold, the principle of solidity, of human security and happiness. Friedensreich Hundertwasser called his flag ‘Harmony and Evolution’. 
Tolerance, diversity, religious and cultural dialogue were among the topics that were debated in meetings throughout the year 1995. Different meetings worked on the definition and requirements of tolerance.  These efforts culminated in the Declaration of Principles on Tolerance, which was adopted on 16 November 1995.

In Declaration on the Principles of Tolerance UNESCO offers a definition of tolerance that most closely matches philosophical use of the word: “Tolerance is respect, acceptance and appreciation of the rich diversity of our world's cultures, our forms of expression and ways of being human. Tolerance is harmony in difference.”

All people are different. We don't have to love everybody. But all human beings have the right to live in dignity. In spite of our differences, we are all members of the human race and each one of us is unique and important. 

Being tolerant is to be interested in other people, to have a team spirit and accept both victory and defeat with good grace, to support one another, to see what makes them similar rather than what makes them different, to respect others' differences: the way of life, the way they look and so on. 

Many people know that possible problems can be global but few realize that solutions to these problems are mainly local, or even individual.

Intolerance is often rooted in ignorance, fear (sometimes it is fear of the unknown), an exaggerated sense of self-worth and pride. 

In order to fight intolerance we are to become aware of the link between our behavior and the mistrust and violence in society. Each one of us should begin by asking: am I a tolerant person? We become tolerant by being more tolerant with ourselves, by keeping a sense of humour and by accepting our faults and mistakes.

It’s true that tolerance doesn’t make us less, it, just the opposite, makes us stronger inside.

The fourth Article of the ‘Declaration on the Principles of Tolerance’ is called “Education”. It is pointed there that ‘education is the most effective means of preventing intolerance’. 
We should not forget that education and does not begin or end in school, it is a life-long experience. Endeavours to build tolerance through education will not succeed unless they reach all age groups, and take place everywhere: at home, in schools and in the workplace.
